· Off road parking near the school. This is not a CATG issue.

· Resurfacing of Common Road. This is not a CATG issue and Wiltshire Council Highways has confirmed it does not have funding’s for this in the present financial year.

· 20mph speed limit near the school.  Wiltshire Council has advised us there will be a consultation regarding 20mph near schools soon.
· Traffic calming measures. These have already been investigated by Wiltshire Council and found to be not viable.
· Speed Indication Display Signs.  This is being investigated by the Clerk and Wiltshire Council.

· Additional Street Light on Common Road between the Surgery and the School House This is being investigated by Wiltshire Council.
