Mobile Library Service
The mobile library consultation has now finished and Wiltshire Council are pleased to confirm the mobile library will continue to visit both Whiteparish stops at Ashmore Close and the School. 

New timetables will commence week beginning 26th October and the current timetable will continue until then. It will continue to stop at Ashmore Close fortnightly but not on the same day,  visits will be once every 4 weeks on Thursdays 10.35 – 11.05 plus an additional visit once every 4 weeks on Saturdays 11.45 – 12.15. The School stop will be every 4 weeks on Thursdays 11.10 – 12.10.  The Thursday visits are the same day and time as the current timetable. The new timetables will be available shortly.
