Parish Budget and Precept

A lengthy debate took place regarding the Parish Precept for year 2012/2013.  It is councillors hope that the Parish Precept will not be raised but this will be finalised at the December meeting.

Whiteparish Memorial Centre

The new building plans were distributed and discussed.  
Community First Responders 
Two members of the Whiteparish Community First Responders (CFR’s) reported on how CFR’s voluntarily support the local community.  They asked the Parish Council to offer its support to the realisation of a Community Public Access Defibrillator (cPAD) scheme in the village.  The PC agreed for this to be an item on the December agenda.
Youth Club

Richard Rendall informed the PC on how the youth club he wishes to set up is progressing. The youth club working group has its first meeting on the 14th November.  The PC commended Mr Rendall on what he has achieved so far.

Red Gateway

The PC discussed the need for a red gateway on the Romsey Road end of the A27 earlier than the possible 2012/2013 as advised by Highways.  The request has been added to the Southern Area Board Issue System.
