PARISH COUNCIL NOTES

From the Meeting held 16th February 2006 in the Village Hall

Matters Arising from last meeting

The rubbish and brambles at the start of footpath 3 have now been cleared;   this path, parallel to Newton Lane, is now complete.   A representative of the Wiltshire Rural Housing Association is to attend the Annual Parish Meeting on 30th March 2006 to explain how they can help Whiteparish investigate the need for low cost housing for villagers and possibly develop the idea.   In response to a query, letter received from SDC that sweeping of highway channels in Whiteparish is undertaken on a monthly cycle;  all central areas are included.   However, there is no routine sweeping or litter picking of the pavements or litter picking of the verges.   Such problems should be reported and a district response team would be deployed.   Weeds in highway channels are sprayed once a year.   The Operations Manager will investigate whether cleaning up of the bus stop area can be included in the monthly sweeping schedule;  SDC would not be able to offer an equivalent village cleaner at an affordable cost.   SDC Compliance Officer has carried out a survey of agricultural holdings where their records indicate there is currently an agricultural occupancy condition.   No evidence has been found of unauthorised occupancy of those dwellings surveyed.

Planning

Notice received of an application for planning 

permission to build a chalet bungalow on the 

land adjacent to the Surgery on Common Road.

Finance
It was agreed to pay half the estimated cost for 

maintaining the Churchyard for  2006;  a cheque for 

£1210 to be sent to the Parochial Church Council.   It 

was agreed to renew the subscription to CPRE – cost 

£26.   Quotes from Allianz Cornhill Insurance for 

increased Fidelity Guarantee were considered;  it was 

decided to increase the amount covered to £100,000.

No quote yet received from Trim’s for grass cutting 

on the Memorial Ground;  their contract expires at the 

end of March.   As the Memorial Ground Trust are 

satisfied with the work, it was agreed to renew the 

contract provided there is no more than a cost of 

living increase.

Footpaths

Brambles on Footpath 6 by Lion Cottage to be 

reported;  also obstructions on that footpath the other 

side of Common Road.   A request for a diversion of 

Footpath 22 (around Parklands and Home Farm – 

near Cowesfield House Farm) was considered.   No 

objection will be made.

Possible joint building on Memorial Ground

Dave Boakes reported that three meetings of the Working Group on the possible joint community 

building have now been held.   The Parish Council agreed with his proposal to hold a village meeting where the work so far done would be presented.   At this meeting, after time for comments and questions, all Whiteparish residents over 18 years of age will be  entitled to vote on whether to proceed with the project to build a joint village hall and sports pavilion.   No irrevocable decisions will be taken at this meeting.   It was also agreed that the PC should fund any necessary preliminary work, such as architect’s fees and planning application fees.

Correspondence

Letter received from the Youth Involvement Officer at Connexions Wiltshire & Swindon.   She is organising an “Involvement Supper” for young people aged 15-17 years who are resident in the Parish to find out if the Connexions service is meeting the needs of the young people and to encourage further involvement in the service planning for the future.
