Footpath by the shop, The Street

The Wiltshire Council Community Area Transport Group engineer has specified a topographical survey would firstly be required regarding a footpath by the shop.  This would be at a cost to the villagers of Whiteparish between £3,000 and £5,000. It was agreed to not proceed with the survey. 
Highway Maintenance signage

Wiltshire Council are still being reminded to remove the signage and traffic cones that have been left by Highways after various road maintenance works in the village.  
Best Kept Village

The first round of judging will take place between mid-May and mid-June.
