Underground Drain at Clay Street
A member of the public advised the drain under Clay Street is blocked and is concerned about the safety issues.  The Parish Council would like to know who owns the land adjacent to the underground drain on the right, as you enter in to Clay Street from Common Road.  
Proposed new Right of Way from the A27 to Clay Street
This was discussed and it was agreed for the Parish Council to look into the possibility of making a public right of way from the A27, along Doves Lane to Clay Street.  
Community Speed Watch

School Travel Plan

The Parish Council agreed to support, in principal, the School Travel Plan. The Parish Council shares the concerns of many others about the safety of the school children walking along Common Road.

The Parish Council had appointed Woolley and Wallis to sell the Village Hall site and the bidding process has been carried out.  After considering the recommendations from Woolley and Wallis a bidder has been selected. We are now in the process of finalising the sale.
