This month does not make for happy reading it has been a busy month for everyone but there are a number of incidents shown within these reports were we have had a positive result.
In response to the recent burglaries that occurred in the Laverstock area, Sgt Dean Garvin and the rest of the neighbourhood policing team mounted an operation with the assistance of the Salisbury response teams, this operation successfully targeted the area resulting in 4 suspects being arrested and they are currently on police bail for a number of offences. 

We have also had some good results from stop checking of persons and vehicles in the Old Sarum area resulting in a number of seizures of illegal drugs and also a drugs warrant at an address in Old Sarum leading to a male being arrested for the cultivation of cannabis.

Elsewhere within the area we have had a number of other incidents which could have easily have been prevented if people took basic crime prevention precautions, proper locks on garages and sheds deter as well as prevent thefts. If you are in the garden please take a moment to think about the security of the house.
