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	Priorities
At the most recent meeting of our local Neighbourhood Tasking Group held in Alderbury the following local Policing Priorities were identified for the forthcoming period.  Please see details below for how we have been addressing them –

Fly tipping
Fly tipping is occurring in Winterslow and the Grimsteads. We are working closely with the council to identify and target regular offenders. Patrols have been greatly increased in our ‘hot-spot’ areas.

Anti Social Behaviour
Anti-social Behaviour is occurring in the villages of Alderbury and Laverstock. An increase in minor criminal damage and general nuisance behaviour had been noted. We have greatly increased patrols in the area and improvements are being seen.

Christmas Safety

We have all been there, taking the opportunity of extended shopping hours to cram in as much as we can.  Thieves see late night busy shopping venues as a good place to target people and their belongings such as purses, wallets and mobile phones.

· Carry handbags across your body if you can

· Keep purses, wallets, mobile phones in zipped up pockets of the bag.

· Don’t keep pin numbers written down.

· If you have to take cash with you, put it into a zipped up section of your bag and don’t keep it all in one place. 


	· Free security purse chains are available from your local police station.

If you are going away over Christmas, make sure you make the same security arrangements as you do for your summer holiday;

· Cancel any deliveries.
· Put lights and radio on a timer.
· Make sure you put your alarm on if you have one.
· Let your neighbours or Neighbourhood watch coordinator know where you are.
· Make your home look as lived in as possible.
· Let neighbours use your driveway for parking; it makes the house looked lived in.
The saying “out of sight, out of mind” is a good one when it comes to putting up the decorations.  Try to make sure that when you put your tree up you don’t put it on display to any passersby that might be able to see what you have under it.  Keep some of your bigger, more expensive gifts out of site until the actual day.  Thieves are notoriously lazy and if they can’t see what the rewards are they will often move onto the next target. And finally, if you have been lucky enough to receive all that you were hoping for make sure you don’t advertise this to an opportunist thief, make sure the packaging is not put out for recycling collection too early.

	Special constable recruitment

Wiltshire Police are currently recruiting new members for the Special Constabulary. Keeping children safe

After successful pilots in several police forces, the Child Sex Offender Disclosure Scheme has been extended. On the 1st October 2010, Wiltshire Police joined other forces already participating in the scheme.

The scheme allows members of the public – a parent, carer, guardian or interested third parties – to ask for information on an individual they are concerned about who has contact with a child they know. If police checks show the individual has a record for child sexual offences, or other offences that might put a child at risk, the police will consider sharing this information with the person(s) best placed to protect the child, usually the parent, carer or guardian.  The police will disclose information only if it is lawful, necessary and proportionate to do so in the interests of protecting the child, or children from harm.

The majority of child sexual offenders are known to their victims.  They are often someone who has some form of access to a child e.g. a friend of the victim’s family, a friend of the victim, or a member of the victim’s family. 

Every police force already has a public protection team to manage sexual and violent offenders, and protect children from harm.  This scheme ensures people can speak to the police about their concerns and it creates a formal process for members of the public to register their concerns, and to receive feedback on how those concerns were acted upon.  The scheme could also make the authorities aware of a relationship between a child and a registered sex offender of which they were not previously aware.

Christmas drink and drug drive campaign 2010

The Christmas drink and drug drive campaign will be launched on the 1st December, and operate until the New Year, and will be rigorously supported by Wiltshire Police.

In the UK every year around 11 people are killed by drink drivers, there are also around 80 deaths caused by drivers who are under the drink drive limit but who have some alcohol in their blood.  During 2009 Wiltshire officers conducted 7098 breath tests, 692 of which were positive and those drivers were arrested and prosecuted.

Wiltshire Police will step up roadside enforcement throughout this period in a determined effort to catch those drivers who ignore the warnings and advice.  All Wiltshire officers will be taking part in this campaign, but specifically, members of the Roads Policing Unit who will be conducting high profile roadside checks at various times, and their activities will be reinforced by members of the A.N.P.R.(Automatic Number Plate Recognition) team. In addition to this some of the checks, particularly those near to county boundaries will be done in conjunction with officers from neighbouring Forces.

The campaign is aimed at raising awareness of the consequences of being caught drink-driving which could include a minimum 12-month driving ban, a large fine, a criminal record, and the serious implications for future insurance premiums.  It may also have a huge impact on personal lifestyle with the possibility of job loss and the reliance on public transport to get around.
