Security Marking

Following the excesses of Christmas, the numerous relatives and the unwanted socks a sense of calm begins to return to our lives. At this point I think it is timely to remind people to security mark their new property. Larger items such as garden machinery, household electrical goods and such like can be UV pen marked with your house number and postcode. Eg. 23 SP5 3XX. You may choose to etch this information onto the casing of the larger items. Whilst you are marking the items take a moment to note down the make, model and any serial numbers of the property along with a photo if practical. In the event that it is stolen, the identification of the item and subsequent safe return of the item to you is much more likely. We quite often go to offenders premises where items are located but with no serial numbers noted of stolen items it is challenging to prove ownership of the items.
