Restricted Byways – The Law

Since the Porton road has been closed in the last few weeks we have been made aware that a number of vehicles are using the restricted byway off the Portway, Old Sarum as a short cut through.  Can I take this opportunity to remind you all the difference between this and a normal byway. A Restricted Byway designates a way that can be used by pedestrians, horse-riders, cyclists and horse drawn carts and carriages only. Not motor vehicles. These changes to the law were implemented in 2006 and it now means it is an offence under the Road Traffic Act 1988 to drive a motorised vehicle on a restricted byway except in certain circumstances.
