Exhibits may not be removed before the awarding of show and raffle prizes 


(approximately 4.00 pm).





Foliage, fruit, flowers and vegetables must be grown by the exhibitor, with the exception of plant material for the floral arrangements, Classes 52 and 54.





No exhibit which has won a first prize at any previous Whiteparish Show may be entered again.





In order to avoid disappointments, exhibitors must comply with the wording of the Schedule.
