Queen Elizabeth II Playing Fields 

A councillor reported on the QE II Playing Fields initiative and advised that if an organisation signs up to this initiative they are then able to apply for grants and awards.  It also means that the Memorial Ground would become a playing field in perpetuity.  It was agreed for the councillor to make further investigations.   
Metro Count/Community Speed Watch update
The outcome of the metro count on Common Road in January was discussed and the Parish Council have been advised that this site would not be eligible for CSW.  It may be possible to run a scheme for Whiteparish, which could include checks on Common Road, if the scheme focuses on A27 speeding issues where the check was eligible.  However due to changes within the Police at present they are unable to train up new CSW schemes. They are working on a new process to make it easier.  The Parish Council wish to thank the villagers who have volunteered for CSW and the Clerk will be in touch as it develops.
Red Gateway

The red gateway has now been installed at the Romsey Road end of the village.
Best Kept Village 
It was agreed to not enter the competition this year due to the large scale building developments taking place in the village.
