Recipe for Class 69 LEMON DRIZZLE CAKE
	For the cake:
125g butter, 175g caster sugar, 175g self-raising flour, 2 tablespoons milk, Rind of 1 lemon, 
2 medium-sized eggs
	For the syrup:
3 tablespoons of granulated sugar

3 tablespoons lemon juice

	Method:

To make the cake: Grease and line a 1kg loaf tin. Combine all ingredients together, pour into prepared tin and bake for about 45 minutes at 190 c. 

Once the cake is cooked, gently dissolve the sugar in the lemon juice, skewer the cake and pour the syrup over the top whilst still warm. Leave to cool before turning cake out.
